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Getting To Thredbo

Thredbo is located half way between Sydney and Melbourne. You can travel by car,
air or coach with regular links from Sydney, Canberra and other locations.
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By car

Driving from Sydney

Follow the Hume Highway from Sydney then just south of Goulburn take the Federal
Highway and travel south to Canberra. This section of the trip is on a mainly divided
road. At Canberra follow the signs to the Monaro Highway to Cooma. The road then
joins the Kosciuszko Rd that you follow through the town of Berridale and onto
Jindabyne. Just past Jindabyne Town Centre take a left onto the Alpine Way to
Thredbo. You will go through the National Park Entrance Station, and then it is only
13km to Thredbo and snow riding bliss.

Driving from Melbourne

Follow the Hume Highway from Melbourne to Wodonga. Take the Murray Valley
Highway "To Wodonga / Tallagatta" exit and follow the signs "To Tallangatta" Then after
passing Wodonga follow the signs to Tallangatta again on the Murray Valley Highway.
You pass through the village of Koetong onto Corryong. Drive through Corryong and
take the "Khancoban" turn off on your right. Once in Khancoban you are only 76kms
from Thredbo. From here the drive is truly spectacular as you take in awesome views of
the Main Range and discover the beauty of the Kosciuszko National Park. The roads
are clear for most of the year but when a big snow fall hits, chains may be required for
some 2-wheel vehicles.

An alternate route from Melbourne is the Kosciuszko Alpine Way, which lets you
experience the wonder of the snowy mountains as you wind along the great Murray
River. Your journey will take you through quaint country towns dotted with historic
huts, homesteads and buildings. You can marvel at the power of the Snowy Scheme,
take in views of the Main Range, Wymah Punt over Lake Hume, lakes Eucumbene
and Jindabyne, and even freshen up with a dip in the Murray itself. The diverse
wildlife of the Kosciuszko National Park makes this experience truly memorable.

Driving Tips

We hope these little tips can help.

Snow Chains

While The Alpine Way is clear for most of the year, chains may be required for 2 wheel
drives. Chains can be hired in Jindabyne and Khancoban. When hiring they will need
to know your tyre size & be sure to ask them about any fitting tips.

RTA traffic information

The RTA traffic information line (132 701) gives up to date road status. Select option 1
for road closures from storms, snow and ice etc and then option 1 again for Southern
NSW. This will take you straight to the conditions for the Snowy Mountains.

Local radio station

The local radio station also gives regular weather and road condition updates: tune to
2XL or 97.7 Show FM.

The National Parks entry fess

The National Parks and Wildlife Service collect park use fees upon entry to the park.
The daily rate (24hrs) per car is $27.00 if you are here for a week it is best to get an
annual permit for $190.00

Parking

Akuna has 4 car park spaces, 2 for chalet 1 and one each for units 2 & 3. Any extra
cars can be unloaded at the chalet and then parked in one of the nearby free
overnight car parks. Please do not park other than in designated spaces. Other units
and the garbage trucks use the access road.

In winter it is a good idea to lift your wipers to prevent them freezing to the windscreen.
DO NOT use hot water to melt any snow/ice from your car. It will crack the windscreen.
Instead, use a plastic scraper.

Location

Entering Thredbo via the main entrance, Akuna is the second building on the left after
the roundabout. Access to the car spaces is via the small access road between
Angala (the first building on the left) and Akuna.

Petrol

Thredbo has a full service petrol station with Diesel, Unleaded and Premium. It also
can be a bit more expensive and is not open at night.



Weather

Slip, slop, slap — Altitude and snow can cause you to burn more easily.

Thredbo and the Showy Mountains offers clear crisp nights with warm sunny days.
When walking in the high country you can experience warm weather in the village
and sub zero temperatures at top station. Itis generally recommended that you wear
clothing in layers that can be added or taken off as the weather demands. We often
have snow in January so gloves, boots and waterproof clothing are a must. You can
check the weather at the top of the mountain in the report posted in the bus shed or
by phoning 6459 4100. The weather is also available at www.thredbo.com.au and is
updated twice dalily.

Shopping for Food

Thredbo has an IGA supermarket that is fairly well stocked with most things you

will need. Itis a bit dearer than supermarkets outside the region. The other

options are to bring what you need from home or pop in to the Woolworth's
Supermarket in Cooma or the supermarket at Nuggets Crossing in Jindabyne

on the way in.

Thredbo village also has a chemist, doctor, newsagent, bakery, and several boutique
shops to browse.
